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This unit is designed for use with students of
Russian who have achieved an intermediate
level of proficiency. It can also be adapted
for individual study. Students studying with-
out a teacher can check the answers to exercises in the answer
section at the end of the unit.

The unit includes pre-reading exercises focusing on acquiring and
practicing vocabulary essential for the comprehension of the text; the
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text adapted for students’ proficiency level based on the article
from the September/October issue of Russian Life (Lyceum Day,
page 23), with glossed vocabulary. Following the text are com-
prehension and discussion questions, grammar exercises, role
play activities, and essay and presentation topics.

In addition to the main reading, the unit includes a fragment

from a poem by Alexander Pushkin, with exercises.
A key is printed on the final page.
